Commissioner Robert Sullivan motioned to declare all of the listed items as surplus to the Stony Point Fire District. Commissioner Chris Huslinger seconded the motion. Motion was passed as all were in favor.

Chief Erick Brissing supplied a breakdown of the repair cost supplied by Sutphen to have the 18-Tower electrical problems repaired. The two-cost estimate provided were $14,285.00 and $46.96. After some discussion Commissioner Kevin Huslinger motioned to have the repairs listed by Sutphen for 18 Tower to be completed. Chairman George Thamsen seconded the motion.
