The board motioned to pass a resolution to authorize the attendance at training school and instructional courses out of state. Commissioner Chris Huslinger made the following motion which was seconded by Commissioner Fred Hardin.
RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE VOLUNTEER TO ATTEND TRAINING SCHOOL AND INSTRUCTIONAL COURSES OUT OF STATE

WHEREAS General Municipal Law section 72-g authorizes volunteer members of the department to attend training schools or courses of instruction for firefighters out of New York state provided the fire chief authorizes such training, and such authorization is subject to the rules or regulations made by the Board of Fire Commissioners, and the Board of Fire Commissioners makes certain determination in regard to such training or course of instruction.


WHEREAS, when the training school or the offered course is located outside New York State,

a) the authorization to attend the school or conference must receive prior approval of the Board of Fire Commissioners, and

b) the Board of Fire Commissioners must find that the training course or school of instruction is:
1. necessary;

2. in public interest; and

3. not available within a reasonable distance and time period in New York State

WHEREAS, before this board of Fire Commissioners is a request that certain volunteer members with the Stony Point Fire District attend training outside of New York state at the FDIC International in Indianapolis, IN. on or about August 2-7, 2021 and will include fire apparatus and equipment training including strategy, tactics in use of the latest technology in emergency fire operations.

NOW THEREFORE, the Board of Fire Commissioners of the Stony Point Fire District makes the following findings:

1. The training course or school of instruction is necessary for the volunteer;

2. It is in public interest that the volunteer attend such training; and
3. Said training is not available within a reasonable distance and time period in New York State

ACCORDINGLY, the request to have volunteers attend training outside of New York state at the FDIC International in Indianapolis, IN on or about August 2-7, 2021 that will include fire apparatus and equipment training including strategy, tactics and techniques in the use of the latest technology in emergency fire operations is granted subject to the rules and regulations established by the Board of Fire Commissioners.

FUTHERMORE, the New York State Office of Fire Prevention and Control must receive notification and proof of attendance of any out-of-state training school from the fire chief. (This reporting form is available at http://dos.state.ny.us/fire/firewww.html)
