The  VFIS Voucher that was presented for payment at tonight’s meeting is an increase on the VFBL policy for 2023 
Treasurer George Mulligan informed that board that he discussed with Coyle Insurance Agency the life insurance policy that currently held with VESO which expires in February 2023.  Glatfelter Specialty Benefits 
Glatfelter will cover the period of March 1, 2023, until December 2023 

Treasurer Mulligan recommended that the board go with Glatfelter Specialty Benefits and that Coyle Insurance Agency would act as the agent for this policy. This would be a cheaper rate than VESO Life. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger motioned to go along with the treasurer’s recommendation to change from VESO Life to Glatfelter Specialty Benefits.  Commissioner Robert Sullivan seconded the motion. Motion was passed unanimously. Treasurer Mulligan will notify VESO Life of the change.

Treasurer George Mulligan explained the LOSAP beneficiary of Todd Blauvelt on the amount of #20,336.13 will be going to Helena Blauvelt. Commissioner Robert Sullivan motion to pay the amount listed to Helena Blauvelt the beneficiary listed on Todd Blauvelt LOSAP beneficiary form. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger seconded the motion. Commissioner Robert Sullivan motioned to accept the treasurer’s request. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger seconded the motion.  Motion was passed unanimously.
 Treasurer George Mulligan reviewed the remainder of the report.
Commissioner Robert Sullivan motioned to accept the treasurers report as presented. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger seconded the motion. Motion was passed as all were in favor.

The board discussed the 10% Real Property tax law Currently the north Rockland School district is working on the resolution.
Attorney Scott Dow explained what needs to be done for this law and holding a public hearing, and the members responsibilities.
Also discussed the certification process with submitting the RP-466-a vol form that all must fill out and submit to the town tax assessor’s office by March 1, 2023

The following resolution was offered by Kevin F Armstrong and seconded by Kevin Huslinger:


WHERAS, the New York State Real Property Tax Law has been amended by adding a new section 466-a regarding a partial real property tax exemption of up to ten percent of the assessed value of the primary residence owned by an eligible volunteer firefighter, for town part town, village, special district, fire district or county purposes, exclusive pf special assessments and 


WHEREAS, The Law requires that for the volunteer firefighter to be eligible, the
volunteer must be certified by the Stony Point Fire District that the volunteer firefighter is an enrolled member of the fire company, Wayne Hose Company, No 1. Inc. for an established minimum for each eligible volunteer firefighter of between two years and five years and

WHERAS, The Law further requires for firefighter eligibility that the Stony Point Fire District certify that the volunteer firefighter meets or exceeds the minimum service requirement,

NOW THEREFOREBE IT RESOLVED, as follows;

In accordance with the aforesaid Law, The Board of Fire Commissioners determines that the eligible service requirement for any active firefighter who has been a member of Wayne Hose Company No. 1 Inc. and has been an active firefighter of the Stony Point Fire District is a minimum of two years and not to exceed five years as shall be determined by the Stony Point Fire District and such eligible firefighter shall be placed on a list and certified so noting, and said list shall be provided to and be in compliance with the applicable city, town, part town, village, special district, school district, fire district, or county’s requirement or procedure for certification.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, That any enrolled member of Wayne Hose Company No. 1 Inc. and an active firefighter of the Stony Point Fire District shall be placed on a list and certified so noting, provided to and in compliance with the applicable city, town, part town, village, special district, school district, fire district, or count’s requirement or procedure for certification.
