LOSAP Treasurer George Mulligan informed the board that John B Gordon be approved to start receiving the monthly benefit payment of $140.00 Commissioner Robert Sullivan motioned to accept john B Gordon to begin receiving the LOSAP monthly payment. Commissioner Kevin Armstrong seconded the motion. The motion was passed unanimously.
Treasurer George Mulligan inquired about the certified payroll from on the work for the Accessory building from Rifflard Inc. and Environmental Construction.
