Accessory building update:

Approaching the final stages of the roof installation Masons will begin to start the brick work on the front of the building. Bruce Rifflard will be doing the layout work for the installation of the oil and water separator.

The board discusse3d the window in the front and rear of the building. After some discussions Commissioner Robert Sullivan motioned to have vents installed instead of windows on the front and rear of the building. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger seconded the motion. Motion was passed as all were in favor.

The board discussed the elevator at station #2 Currently the elevator is out of service.
A proposal was received to upgrade the elevator at a cost of $6,750.00. The proposal #2023-199-512 was received from Liftsystems Industries Inc. a brief description included upon troubleshooting the Lula Elevator issue, the muffler in which the oil flows in pulses and prevents vibrations in the tank is leaking fluid, therefore requires repair/replacement. We will remove the muffler and send it out for repair/replacement.  Commissioner Kevin Armstrong motioned to accept the proposal and have the necessary repairs made to the elevator in station #2. Commissioner Robert Sullivan seconded the motion/ Motion was passed as all were in favor.
Commissioner Kevin Armstrong discussed the information that he recently received from Urgent Care for doing the physicals for the fire district.
Commissioner Robert Sullivan informed the board about the pole and light being removed in the rear parking lot at the main station.

The quote that was received from Bulldog Fire Apparatus of NY Inc. to do the refurbishment of 18-1000 was discussed. After discussing all the info provided, Commissioner Kevin Huslinger motioned to have the necessary work accomplished by Bulldog Fire Apparatus. Commissioner Robert Sullivan seconded the motion. Commissioner Chairman Chris Huslinger asked for a vote on the motion. The motion was passed on a vote of 3 “YES and 2 “NO votes.
