Treasurer Report:

Copies of the Treasurers Report for the period of August 31 to September 28,2023 were provided to each board member.

The report showed a total beginning balance & receipt of $1,159,118.85 Total disbursements of $133445.90, leaving a closing balance of $ 1,025672.95. The board members reviewed the remainder of the report.

Treasurer Mulligan informed the board that a list of the current membership and a list of members that have left the company and those that are new members to the company be supplied to Coyle Insurance Agency who will supply the information to VFIS.
Commissioner Robertt Sullivan motioned to accept the treasurers report as presented. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger seconded the motion. The motion was passed unanimously.

Attorneys Report:

Attorney Scott Dow has prepared the resolution for the up coming fire district election on December 12, 2023

To vote upon the following proposition:

THE BOARD OF FIRE COMMISSIONERS OF THE STONY POINT FIRE DISTRICT, TOWN OF STONY POINT, COUNTY OF ROCKLAND, STATE OF NEW YORK IN A RESOLUTION ADOPTED SEPTEMBER 28, 2023, APPROVED THE AMENDMENT OF THE LENGTH OF SERVICE AWARD PROGRAM, ADMINISTERED BY THE FIRE DISTRICT AND ESTABLISHED FOR ACTIVE VOLUNTEER FIREFIGHTERS OF THE WAYNE HOSE COMPANY NO. 1, TO LOWER THE ENTITLEMENT AGE FROM 62 TO 58 EFFECTIVE JANUARY 1, 2024 FOR ALL PARTICIPANTS WHO ARE ACTIVE VOLUNTEER FIREFIGHTERS OF THE WAYNE HOSE COMPANY NO. 1 ON OR AFTER JANUARY 1, 2024. A PARTICIPANT WHO RESIGNED AS AN ACTIVE VOLUNTEER FIREFIGHTER PRIOR TO JANUARY 1, 2024, SHALL RETAIN THE ENTITLEMENT AGE OF 62. A PARTICIPANT WHO RESIGNED PRIOR TO JANUARY 1, 2024, AND AGAIN BECOMES AN ACTIVE VOLUNTEER FIREFIGHTER WILL BE ELIGIBLE FOR THE ENTITLEMENT AGE OF 58 ON THE JANUARY 1 IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING THE CALENDAR YEAR THE PARTICIPANTS EARNS A YEAR OF SERVICE CREDIT DURING A CALENDAR YEAR BEGINNING ON OR AFTER JANUARY 1, 2024.

THE CURRENT CONTRIBUTION TO THE LOSAP TRUST FUND IS EXPECTED TO BE AS MUCH AS $200,000, WHICH IS $2,050 PER ELIGIBLE FIREFIGHTER THAT EARNS SERVICE CREDIT, PLUS ANNUAL ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS OF APPROXIMATELY $6,700. THE ANNUAL CONTRIBUTION TO THE LOSAP TRUST FUND FOR THE AMENDED PROGRAM IS ESTIMATED TO INCREASE BY $38,000 AS A RESULT OF THIS AMENDMENT AND IS THEREFORE ESTIMATED TO BE $238,000, OR $2,450 PER ELIGIBLE FIREFIGHTER THAT EARNS SERVICE CREDIT. THE ANNUAL ADMINISTRATIVE COST IS EXPECTED TO INCREASE TO $7,000 AS A RESULT OF THIS AMENDMENT AND STATING THAT THE FAILURE OF THE AMENDMENT TO BE APPROVED BY THE VOTERS OF THE STONY POINT FIRE DISTRICT WILL IN NO WAY EFFECT THE PROVISIONS OF THE SERVICE AWARD PROGRAM PRESENTLY IN EFFECT. 

SHALL THE STATED RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF FIRE COMMISSIONERS BE APPROVED?

Commissioner Kevin Huslinger motioned to have the resolution placed on the ballot for the fire district election on December 12, 2023.
Commissioner Robert Sullivan seconded the motion. The motion was passed unanimously.

Attorney Scott Diaw also has filed the information on the Standard Work Day and Reporting Resolution for Elected and Appointed Officials. This is for Douglas Mann Secretary, Appointed Official.

Vouchers:

Commissioner Robert Sullivan motioned that all vouchers presented at tonight’s meeting be paid if found correct upon audit. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. Vouchers listed on last page of these minutes.

Commissioner Kevin Huslinger informed the board members on information he received at a recently attended meeting of the Rockland County Fire Districts Association meeting.at Nanuet Fire Engine Co.
Commissioner Huslinger spoke about the daytime responses and about a consolidation of fire departments.

Commissioner Kevin Huslinger also informed the board about the door closure on the back door is leaking oil. He will contact Rappaport to look at the closure.

Treasurer Mulligan provided copies of the 2024 Proposed Stony Point Fire District Budget. Treasurer Mulligan reported that the increase is a 2% increase.
